WHAT: Saloon Burglarized and Set on Fire

Crime Stoppers and Investigators with the City of Humble’s Fire Marshal’s Office are seeking the public’s
assistance in locating three men who broke into the Hoot County Saloon located at 444 FM 1960 E in
Humble, Texas on June 13, 2010.

In the early morning hours of June 13, 2010 three men broke into the Hoot County Saloon and ransacked
the business as they stole liquor, TV’s, cigarettes and money from the cash register and juke box. It
appears the suspects left the bar twice to empty out their car only to come back for more. On their last trip
one of the suspects poured a flammable liquid throughout the bar and lit it with a cigarette lighter. The fire
and burglary caused over $100,000 worth of damage to the business.

The suspects were captured on surveillance cameras inside the bar. The suspects are two black males
and one white male all in their twenties. The suspects’ arrival was also caught on camera and it appears
they arrived in a four door Honda car.
