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WHAT: Information Needed on a Hit and Run that Critically injured a
Man on a Motorcycle

Crime Stoppers and Investigators with the Harris County Sheriff's Office are seeking the public’s
assistance with any information on a Hit and Run Accident that critically injured a man on a
motorcycle.

On February 15, 2011, deputies with the Harris County Sheriff's Office were dispatched to a
major collision which occurred near the South Freeway 288 and South Sam Houston Parkway in
southeast Harris County. The victim, a male, age 53, was operating a motorcycle westbound.
He was in the middle of three marked lanes on the feeder road of South Sam Houston Parkway.
The victim made a left turn southbound at the South Freeway 288. While turning, the suspect
vehicle in the left inside lane made a wide left turn into the lane occupied by the motorcycle. The
suspect vehicle struck the motorcycle with its front right quarter panel, causing the victim to
crash. The suspect failed to render aid to the victim and fled the scene. The victim sustained
injures and was transported to Memorial Hermann hospital in critical condition.

The suspect’s vehicle is described as a light gray, four-door midsize vehicle with possibly a
female driver. The vehicle may have dame to its front right quarter panel.
