WHAT: Information Needed on a Hit and Run That Injured a 14 year
old Boy

Crime Stoppers and Accident Investigators with the Houston Police Department’s Vehicular
Crimes Division are seeking the public’s help with any information on the Thursday May 27",
2010 hit and run accident that injured a 14 year old boy.

In the evening hours of Thursday May 27", a 14 year old boy was pushing his go-cart down the
side of the street in the 8900 block of Comal. He saw a car approaching and tried to get out of
the way. The car hit his go-cart pushing it into his leg causing some injuries. The driver of the
car stopped, got out and told the boy he would go get help. He never returned to the scene.

The car is described as a champagne colored late 1990 to early 2000 Dodge Intrepid. The
driver was a black male is his 40’s or 50’s.
