WHAT: Crime Stoppers, HPD Investigators, Family Still Seek 
Public’s Help in Senseless Capital Murder

CASE DESCRIPTION: 

Crime Stoppers, HPD Investigators and a grieving family are asking the public’s help in 
finding the person or persons responsible for 29-year-old Oscar Cunningham’s capital 
murder on Sunday, March 30, 2008.

At approximately 4:00 a.m. that morning, Mr. Cunningham’s body was found in the front 
yard of a residence at 7718 Dashwood.  He had died of multiple gunshot wounds.

Further  investigation  revealed  that  Mr.  Cunningham’s  vehicle  was  stolen  during  the 
incident in which he was shot.  The vehicle was recovered Tuesday, April 1, 2008 at the 
Bellfort Pines Apartments at 8300 Canyon in southeast Houston.  It had been stripped of 
certain parts.  Witnesses at the apartments described seeing two or three young Black 
males “working on” the vehicle in the mid-afternoon of the previous day, but no one 
called the police.

Investigators are asking that anyone with knowledge of Oscar Cunningham’s death or the 
stripping of his vehicle call Crime Stoppers at 713-222-8477.

Crime Stoppers will pay up to $5,000 for information called in to the 713-222-8477 tips 
hotline that leads to the identification, arrest and charging of any suspect in this crime.
