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WHAT: Suspects Wanted for Aggravated Robbery with an Assault
Rifle

Crime Stoppers and Robbery Investigators with the Harris County Sheriff’s Office are seeking the public’s help in
identifying two suspects wanted for Aggravated Robbery with a Deadly Weapon.

On Sunday, July 3, 2011, at approximately 9:50 am, two black male suspects entered the store located in the
12900 block of Aldine Westfield Rd. One of the suspects was holding a high-powered assault rifle. The suspects
approached two female employee/victims and demanded cash from the registers and safe. The victims feared the
suspects were going to sexually assault them because during the robbery, the suspects made sexual comments
toward them and one of the suspects inappropriately touched one of the victims. The suspects fled the scene with
an undisclosed amount of cash.

Suspect #1 is described as a Black male, late teens to early 20’s, 505" — 5'07”, weighing 200-220 Ibs (heavy set),
with short afro hair and light complexion. The suspect was wearing a light blue McDonald’s work shirt and yellow
Sponge Bob Pajama pants. This suspect was armed with the assault rife.

Suspect #2 is described as a Black male, late teens to early 20’s, 503" — 505", weighing 140-150 Ibs (skinny build),
with dreadlocks and dark complexion. The suspect was wearing a white long sleeve hooded shirt, black Jordan
shorts and black Jordan shoes.

Surveillance cameras captured the robbery suspects. Attached is the surveillance video and one still photo of the
suspects.
